In January 2006, the Woodruffs seemed to have it all – a happy 
marriage and four beautiful children.  Lee was a public relations 
executive and Bob had just been named co-anchor of ABC’s World News 
Tonight.  Then, while Bob was embedded with the military in Iraq, an 
improvised explosive device went off near the tank he was riding in.  He 
and his cameraman, Doug Vogt, were hit, and Bob suffered a traumatic 
brain injury that nearly killed him.

As co-author of the best-selling IN AN INSTANT, Lee Woodruff garnered 
critical acclaim for the compelling and humorous chronicle of her family’s journey 
to recovery following her husband Bob’s roadside bomb injury in Iraq. Appearing 
together on national television and radio since the February 2007 publication of 
their book, the couple has helped put a face on the serious issue of traumatic 
brain injury among returning Iraq war veterans.
